Find a conversation starter for your group.
Talk about ways you practiced full obedience and
surrender this past week reflecting on Obedient-ish (prior
week sermon).

Ask a question to get your group thinking.
What are your top five priorities in life right now?
Reference the “Chair illustration.”
Read Exodus 34:14. As you read about God being jealous,
what thoughts or feelings come up? How is His jealousy
different than human jealousy?

Choose a question to create openness.
Share about your early faith experiences. How did you
prioritize God when you first started following Jesus, and
how has that changed over time?
Is there an area of your life that’s taking priority over
God? How could you make God more of a priority, and
how might your life look different as a result?

Father, thank You for being jealous for us. It can be tempting
to put things of this world above You, and we don’t want to
do that. Please show us where we need to remove idols and
replace them with more of You. Soften our hearts to hear
Your voice as You lead us this week. In Jesus’ name, amen.

START DOING
If you’ve identified an idol that you need to remove,
focus on replacing it with more of God this week. Share
how it’s going with your Homegroup throughout the week
or the next time you meet.
Consider how you could love others by serving on the
weekend or with Our local ministries i.e. Awana, Elevate
youth etc.
